Employers may not use E-Verify to pre-screen job 
applicants or to re-verify current employees and 

may not limit or influence the 
choice of documents presented 
for use on the Form I-9. 

If you believe that your employer  
has violated its responsibili-
ties under this program or 
has discriminated against you  
during the verification process  
based upon your national
